Students 

who obtain satisfactory results in the test may test out of some or all of the English language courses. 

Students who test out are required to take additional Free Elective(s) to make up the credits. Please 

check the “Course Requirements and Test Out Information for English Language Courses” for 

academic year 2023/2024 via this link:  (https://reg.um.edu.mo/current-students/curriculum-

model/ug-curriculum-model/languages-and-skills/).
